"When Promises Seem unfulfilled"
Exodus 4:29-5:23

PROMISES TO REMEMBER:
Despite outward appearances to the contrary, God still promised to fulfill His covenantal promises to the Hebrew people. However, the people refused to listen. Imagine, years later after they were safely settled in the land of Canaan, how they might have thought differently about those same promises.

Today, from that same perspective of being able to see God's promises to Israel as already having been fulfilled, how much encouragement does that offer you?

In Exodus 6:6-9, note the seven "I will" promises of God to His people. Note also that the promises do not depend upon our sufficiency, but on God's ability.
